 To facilitate EVM and VVPAT familiarization and education about the 
robustness of EVM as well as the integrity of the electoral process using 
EVMs; 

 To help the target audience understand the value of their vote and 
exercise their right to franchise in a confident, comfortable and ethical 
manner; 

 To harness the potential of ELC members for carrying the electoral 
literacy in communities; 

 To develop a culture of electoral participation and maximize the 
informed and ethical voting and follow the principle 'Every vote counts' 
and 'No Voter to be Left Behind'.
